But Abraham took God’s word in face

value. In this chapter there are eleven

times mentioned that and he believed
in the Lord and he accounted it to him

for righteousness. In the book of Paul

there are thirty five times “accounting

righteousness” appears. In new

testament the word ‘accounted’ appears

forty one times. It is done so because
it has so much importance. The

important side of righteousness is that

accounted righteous. The

righteousness happens not  because

of anything which happened but

because of God’s words and because
of the faith in Jesus Christ. This is not

something which men will understand

naturally. Galatians 3:6 says “just as

Abraham ”believed God, and it was

accounted to him for righteousness.”

Now let us come to the history
where Abraham had a child. As both

Abraham and his wife were old, their

chances of having a child were nil. But

he believed in God otherwise Jesus

Christ. His faith was accounted as
righteous. We should believe. Five

Hundred people are going to come to

my church. Five pastors are going to

be born in my church. We are not

getting this because somebody told us

this. Because we have hundred percent
faith in God, he is considering the faith

as righteous. God is looking at the

abundance of the faith. But Apostle

James in his book has mentioned that

man is righteous because of his deeds.

That has a different meaning. In 2nd 19th

verse says “You believe that there is

one God. You do well. Even the demons

believe—and tremble” That means even

demons believe that there is only one

God. But Satan never is obey God.

When we say we have belief, if it is
like the Satan’s belief then there is no

use of this belief.

But

Abraham does not become righteous

in the period after circumcision.

Abraham was a believer of God even

before that. His righteousness was

based on this faith. David was a person
who faced the wrath of the worst ever

two sins. Adultery and Murder. He

attained the wife of Uriah who was his

faithful soldier, and to escape from the

problems created because of his action,
he kills Uriah (2nd Samuel 11:12), he had

no other go but plead for grace. Thus

we are saying about the righteousness

Abraham got not because of his deeds

but because of his faith, and in contrast

we are saying about David. Abraham
did circumcision in his old age. But

Abraham was a believer much before

this. David who did two grievous

mistakes also came into faith and

because of this faith he repented and

confessed his sins. When this was done
God forgave him and released him from

his unrighteousness and his sins. In

Psalms 32:1 we read Blessed is he

whose transgression is forgiven,

whose sin is covered.  Blessed is the

man to whom the LORD does not impute
iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no

deceit.

And
the son born out of the wife of Uriah

was one of those who were killed.

Ahinoam the Israelite’s first son Amnon

born to David, the handsome Absalom,

the good Adonijah all were killed. After

all these God did not count David’s sin.
As decided even before the creation of

the world God did not count his

iniquities. He considered his faith as

righteousness. That is why in Psalm

32 David has told Blessed is he

whose transgression is forgiven,
whose sin is covered.  Blessed is the

man to whom the LORD does not impute

iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no

deceit. Those who does not have

hypocrisy in spirit is a blessed man.

Romans 4:9-12 teaches us that

righteousness is without circumcision.

David is presenting this blessedness
saying about Abraham’s vision. Here

in the 10th verse they asked repeatedly

the question ‘How then was it

accounted? While he was circumcised,

or uncircumcised?’ The reply to this is

in Psalms. Abraham when he was
seventy five years old, started from

Haran to Canaan. It is told in Genesis

12:4. Circumcision is after twenty four

years. But Abraham attained

righteousness much before that. That

is why Gentiles can believe in this.
There is no need for unbelief. It is told

in Genesis 15:5-6 that and he believed

in the LORD, and He accounted it to him

for righteousness. Genesis 16:3 speaks

about Abraham accepting Hagar as his

Thus between
Abraham’s righteousness and

circumcision there are twenty years

gap.

Here those of us when we say

we are born again, we have taken

baptism and the communion like me or

you; we have to know very well about

the righteousness of Abraham. Let it
be a Jew or a gentile, the only way for

all is righteousness through faith. Here

the preference is given not to his nature

of faith but to his nature of

righteousness. I am a believer but I am

just a person who is a degree away from
the believer. The degree which is called

God’s righteousness. We are learning

the nature of our righteousness. Not

ritualistic self righteousness. Not the

kind of self righteousness where

fasting for three days, and taking the
bread and wine in hand, and making it

as a practice. That is not even

righteousness by faith. There is no other

physical sign. That is not a

representation. When righteousness
happen by God then much more than

the pride which happens inside is a flow

of God’s grace with the blessings as a

result of bright blaze anointment

resurrection happens. I preach three

sixty five days with a spiritual
happiness that God’s righteousness is

on me. This is the same spiritual

happiness which reflects in the

believers of the Church of Eternity.

18 say that through Jesus came life.

Romans 5:12, 18, Ephesians 2:3 and

Psalms 51:5 all mention that the first

Adam spread the sinful nature to the

generations. Romans 5:19, 2
Corinthians 5:17,18,19, 2 Peter 1:4 all

say but with last Adam came the nature

of righteousness and thus got delivered

from the sinful nature. That is when the

first Adam spread the sinful nature to

the generations then Jesus poured
righteousness and made us of sinless

nature.

Romans 5:17 says about the

difference between the two reigns.

Though the denial of

Adam lead to the reign of death, the
obedience of Christ became the reason,

for the reign of those who attained

salvation ,and their rights. This

righteousness became the beginning of

salvation. It is spreading to the life and
rights experience. In those days the

mischief what the serpent did made the

law slowly slithering into their earthly

body and started ruling there. When a

tiny life is budding in the womb of a

woman, to cancel the mischief’s done
by the law, the spraying blood which

was coming from his chest on the cross

was needed for the humanity and God

was trying to reveal this. Our Lord

throbbed till death in cross telling us all

to do nothing but to just believe in him,
to those who from among the almost

thousand two hundred laws, if one

person does a thing then more can be

done and pleasing such human gods

when the people of earth was yelling in

front of priest hoods and so many other
things. Thus temporarily and slowly

slithering in to drown and kill the

humanity is what law is but the grace

practical, and the historical knowledge.

In Romans 5:14 we see Adam as a type

of the one to come. But we see the one

who already came as a reflection of

God. The most worthy thing of Jesus’
death on the cross is only solution of

imputed sin. We were in the clutches

of very strong sinful relation. And there

is only one solution to undo this sinful

relationship. That is the death he bore

for the humanity. An incident of horrible
crucifying had been done. Eve very

easily took a bite of a fruit with her teeth

and gave the left over fruit to Adam and

thus bringing sin into this world by the

first man (Romans 5:12). God had

already fore warned them – do not
enter. Genesis 2:16,17 sin should not

enter you. You should not pluck that

fruit and eat, if eaten then the

punishment of sin which is death will

come upon you, this God had already
said.

Let’s move on to the 6th

chapter. According to Romans 6:23, the

wages of sin is death. Death passed

on to all humanity through the first

Adam. Thus everybody was exposed
to sin. Even though standing stark

naked in the centre of history, Adam

who ate a fruit like apple thus its juice

going to the stomach, he and she was

actually insulting the God’s words. They

never gave any value for the words of
God. Thus the disobedience of Adam

causing crores of mankind to suffer was

changed through the gift of grace of

Christ.

When

it is told like that it means in spiritual
meaning our sinful nature dies and a

new spiritual nature is being born. Whom

do we join with when we baptize? Where

is our sinful nature? There lies our

Christ on the cross his blood shed for

us bearing it all for us. Our sin of money,
sexual sins, sin of pride, all these died

along with Jesus. What has been said

here and in Colossians 2:12 is that

buried with Him in baptism, in which you

also were raised with Him through faith

in the working of God, who raised Him
from the dead. That is to resurrect from

the dead, we will have to dead to sin

like how Christ died so that we can

resurrect with him. Christ resurrected

after his death. It is when Christ was

dead that Joseph of Aramathea and
Nickadhamios buried him. In the same

4:14, Ephesians 1:20. In some other

places it is given as the Holy Spirit
resurrected him. And in some other

place it is written as that resurrection

power in Christ himself made him to get

resurrected. Our hope is that because

Christ resurrected and so we will also

resurrect and a new life will be given to
us. 2 Timothy 2:8 says Remember that

Jesus Christ, of the seed of David, was

raised from the dead according to my

gospel. As per Romans 8:34, 35 the

resurrection of Christ has offered us lot

of goodness, so it is written.

Romans 6:1 start with the

suggestion that we should be dead to

sin and alive to Christ. When it is said

dead to sin it means we should not do
any more sins. Let me say an example.

Think we have to hit a person with our

hand. Here if our hand was paralyzed

will be able to hit? No. The same way if

we are dead to sin then we cannot do

that sin. If we are doing that simply
means that we are not dead to sins.

Let us once again remember Romans

5:20. That is Moreover the law entered

that the offense might abound. But

where sin abounded, grace abounded

much more. Those who do not
understand this has lot of logical

arguments. We should not keep on

sinning. Grace comes over it making

us not to do sins, and it gently finishes

of sins. Then Christ will cover us with

grace that is what is meant. When there
is grace where the sin abounds then

how much more grace abounds where

there is no sins.

As far as we are concerned dying is for

sure a painful procedure for us. We

become sad when our near ones depart.
The same way when a man has a wrong

relationship with a woman and it ending

up is quite painful for both the man and

the woman. If a man has a few drinking

friends, and when they stop their
drinking it bring pain in their hearts.

When the earthly men dies in sin it is

painful, when we join with Christ in taking

baptism and dead to sins the sinful

situations hates us. In the 5th verse it

says For if we have been united
together in the likeness of His death,

certainly we also shall be in the

likeness of His resurrection.

6th verse says that our old man
was crucified with Him. We also were

crucified with Christ and lay there till

we died.

Colossians 2:12 the old man

resurrected as a new man. Thus as per

Romans 8:17 became joint heirs with
Christ. All these scriptures mean we

became a part of this cross.

Romans 6:9-10 says about

Christ who once died and resurrected

from the dead. Those who died in sins
and buried are those who resurrected

with Christ. Now they would not die.

Satan cannot touch them. Those who

think they are standing be careful that

you do not fall. But you are resurrected

like Jesus. Now you will reign with for
eternity. Being that please do not be

on your families’ side. It was a

symbolic saying. More than for your

wife and children stand for Christ. Do

not show any partiality to your profit

through your contract work or business,
or to your health or to any thing for that

matter. You stand up for Christ. Never

think you can sideline God in the

monopoly of praise and worship. Do not

think you can glorify God by your

Twenty five lakhs, ten lakhs or quarter
lakhs in offertory. Only stand with

Christ. Not with anybody else. That is

hmIyw ]d-bp-∂-Xv.
